The procedure is based on the provisions of Part II, Chapter 10 of the Act of the 14th June 1960 Code of Administrative Procedure (Journal of Laws of 2013, item 267), the application of which is mandatory for the university authorities issuing administrative decisions in individual  student cases pursuant to Act of the 20th July 2018 Law on Higher Education and Science (JoL of 2018, item 1668 as amended): 

1) The student files an appeal with the CUT Rector (or the Vice-Rector for Student Affairs acting upon the authorization granted to him) through the authority that has issued the decision, i.e. the Dean of the Faculty (or the authorized Vice-Dean); 
2) The appeal is to be submitted within fourteen days of the date of service of the decision to the party; 
3) If the authority that has issued the decision (Dean/Vice-Dean) resolves that the appeal submitted by the student deserves to be granted in its entirety, it may issue a new decision, in which it revokes or changes the challenged decision; 
4) The authority that has issued the decision (Dean/Vice-Dean) is obliged to send the appeal together with the full documentation related to the case (the case files) to the appellate authority (Rector/Vice-Rector) within seven days of the date when the appeal was received provided that they did not issue a decision referred to in point 3 within this time.
