The subject includes work with leading Al solutions that are currently available on the Internet.

Students learn how to create queries, limit the search for solutions, create "island” structures of expert knowledge within
available Al solutions.

The subject includes cooperation with Al in terms of obtaining technical knowledge with different levels of search scope
limitation, and then critically compare the answers. Another skill is the creation of non-standard areas of expert
knowledge in Al solutions. This involves individualized and personalized training of Al of given expert knowledge and
then critical evaluation of the proposed solutions. The aim is to create a tool in Al that supports a given student in
individual work on a specific technical problem.
